The equation of a straight line is y = mx + c


Y – the vertical axis  (axes – plural)


X – the horizontal axis  (axis – singular)


M – gradient – steepness of the line.


C – crossing point on the y-axis.

The gradient reads from left to right.







The higher the number the steeper the line!
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
