5) Find two consecutive numbers with a product of 182.
6) Find two consecutive numbers with a product of 1332.
7) Find two numbers with a product of 899.
8) Arrange the numbers 1, 2, 3, 4,5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 in the circles so that each
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side of the square adds up to 12.



9) Draw three rings. Use each of the numbers from 1 to 9. Write them in the
rings so that each ring has a total of 15.
